








FOR SKID STEERS EQUIPPED WITH

ATTACH THE CONTROL CORD AND HOSES
FLUSH FACE COUPLERS

NOTE: QUICK COUPLERS NOT e

SUPPLIED WITH BLADE.

BLACK/GREEN

WIRE
(1) Attach a 1/2” flush face coupler male onto the

hose from the L.H. rear end port of the valve.
Use a 1/2-14 NPTF x 1-1/16-12 male ORB
ADAPTER, 1/2-14 NPTM x 3/8-18 NPTF

reducing bushing and a 3/8 x 90° steel st elbow
on the hose.

(2) Attacha 1/2” flush face coupler female ORANGE/GREEN
onto the hose from the R.H. rear end port
of the valve. Use a 1/2-14 NPTF x 1-1/16 WIRE

-12 male ORB ADAPTER, 1/2-14 NPTM

the solenoids in the valve assembly as
sealant on the threads. See FIG. 15 shown in FIG. 16

(2) Make sure the gaskets are in place and tighten the
screws. Do not over tighten the screws. See FIG.16.

(3) Plug the connector on the dozer control cord

into the connector on the Loader frame. Make
sure the connector is locked in place.

(4) Tie the two hoses and the conwol cord together
using at least three of the nylon tes supplied
as shown. See Fig 17

(3) Connect the hoses to the corresponding

remote hydraulic outlets on the Loader
frame.

Do not attach hoses to the High Flow lines on
Skid Steers equipped with High Fiow Option.

ATTACH THE SKID SHOES

(1)-Assemble the short skid shoe weldments to
the skid shoe holders on the rear of the blades.

(2) Assemble the long skid shoe weldment to the
blade pivot. Arrange the washers and spacers
below the skid shoe holders and the pivot to
provide the desired blade cutting edge

* clearance.

Make sure spacer and washer arrangement is equal
on all three skid shoes.

(3) Secure the skid shoes to the holders and the
pivot with the lynch pins. See Fig18.
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ATTACH (OPTIONAL) BLADE EXTENSIONS

(1) Arttach the R.H. extension to the R.H. blade
and the L.H. extension to the L.H. blade.
Secure the extensions to the blades with a
1/2-13 x 1-1/4 hex hd capscrew, nut,
lockwasher, and (2) flatwashers in each
hole and tighten securely. See FIG. 19

DOZER BLADE OPERATION
(1) Start the loader and raise the blade slightly.

(2) Press the top of inner switch in the R.H. handle
forward. R.H. blade moves forward.

(3) Press the bottom of inner switch in the R.H.
handle forward. R.H. blade moves back.

(4) Press the top-of inner switch in the L.H. handlé
forward. L.H. blade moves forward.

(5) Press the bottom of inner switch in the L.H.
handle forward. L.H. blade moves back.

(6) Cycle both R.H. and L.H. blades back and
forward several times to purge air from the
hydraulic system after initial assembly.
See Fig 20.
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LUBRICATION AND MAINTENANCE

The dozer blade is designed for a minimum
amount of maintenance. Listed below are items
that must be checked and serviced.

Check torque on all bolts and check entire unit
over thoroughly after first hour of operation and
periodically thereafter.

(1) Grease fittings - one in pivot bushing, and
two in the sub-frame bushings. Grease these
fittings before using blade and periodically
during operation. See Fig 21.

(2) Repair any hydraulic oil leak promptly to
avoid damage to the-hydraulic system and
loss of hydraulic oil.

(3) Check the level of hydraulic oil in the Loader

daily and add oil if necessary.

(4) Replace the hydraulic hoses and fittings
immediately if they are cut or damaged.

(5) Check all mounting and assembly bolts
periodically and tighten if necessary.

(6) Check all parts and pins in the blade.
Repair or replace any damaged or worn
parts.

DOZER BLADE REMOVAL

(1) Lower the blade to the floor and place a
4-6” block under the mount.

(2) Disconnect the hydraulic hoses.

(3) Disconnect the hydraulic control cord.

(4) Unlock the handles for the Bob-Tach and
remove the dozer mount from the Loader
in the same manner as removing the
bucket.

STORAGE

(1) Check the hydraulic hoses for damage and
replace as necessary. Check all bolts and
pins for wear and replace if necessary.
Check the cutting edge for wear and replace
as required.

(2) Store in a dry, clean storage area.
(3) Protect the exposed rods on the blade

cylinders with grease or like material
to'prevent rust.
